
 
 
 

 
The CACRC recycled just over 1000 tons of electronics by the end 
of 2007. Although we often describe this as e-waste, it is better to 
think of it as valuable material for reuse and recycle-saving energy 
and the environment. Over 800 computers were refurbished for our 
Computers for Louisiana’s Families program, allowing low income 
families the opportunity to provide computers for their children. 
 
Our Computers for Louisiana Kids reached 1000 kids in over 70 
schools by our donation of 800 surplus state computers. These 
young people refurbished many of the computers for other schools 
in their community.  

 
The CACRC carefully de-manufactures computers that 
cannot have a second life in families and schools. The 
components are separated and recycled to vendors with 
strong environmental track records. So here we have a 
hard time thinking of what comes into our warehouse as 
waste. It is an important resource!
